


2008 NCAA CHAMPIONSHIP

The NCAA Division Men’s Ice
Hockey championship returns to
Colorado in 2008.  The first championship
was held in Colorado Springs starting in
1948.  Denver will play host to this historic
event in 2008 for the first time since leg-
endary coach Herb Brooks led Minnesota
to the 1976 NCAA title at the DU Arena.

The Pepsi Center will be the site of the
2008 Men’s Frozen Four, which was also
the host of the 2007 Men’s East Regional.   

The ECAC Hockey tournament cham-
pion will receive an automatic berth,

as well as the tournament
champions of the Atlantic Hockey 

Association, Central Collegiate Hockey
Association, College Hockey America,
Hockey East, and Western Collegiate
Hockey Association.  The rest of the field
will be filled by the NCAA Division I
Men’s Ice Hockey Committee based on
NCAA selection criteria.  

Teams will be seeded in four regions:
East, Midwest, Northeast, and West.  East
and West regional competition will be
held Friday-Saturday, March 28-29 at the

Times Union Center in Albany, NY, and
the World Arena in Colorado Springs,
CO, respectively.  Northeast and Midwest
regional action will be held Saturday-
Sunday, March 29-30, at the DCU Center
in Worcester, MA, and the Kohl Center in
Madison, WI, respectively.

The regional  winners advance to the
Frozen Four at the Pepsi Center in
Denver, with semifinal action taking place
Thursday, April 10, and the national
championship Saturday, April 12.
