PHOENIX, AZ - Grand Canyon senior forward Jallisa Butler (Las Vegas, NV/
Cimarron) has been selected the Pacific West Conference Women’s Basket-
ball Player of the Week.

The honor was announced by the PacWest Media Office in Phoenix, AZ, on
Monday, Jan. 23, for games contested Jan. 16-22.

Butler led the Antelopes to a 2-0 week by averaging 12.5 points and 13.0
rebounds per game while shooting 66.7% (12 for 18 ) from the field. She led the
PacWest in rebounding and ranked second in shooting for the week.

Grand Canyon earned a 65-49 win at Dixie State on Jan. 16 before retuning
home to defeat Hawai‘i Hilo 49-40 on Jan. 19.

PacWest Women’s Basketball Weekly Top 10 Honor Roll
Ariel Dale - Academy of Art (Jr., 5-8, F, Los Angeles,
CA/Pacific Hills)...led Urban Knights to a 2-0 week
by averaging 17.0 points and 11.0 rebounds per
game...ranked sixth in scoring and tied for fourth in re-
bounding for the week in the PacWest...shot 46.4% (13
for 28) from the floor...made 8 of 11 (72.7%) from the
line...led the PacWest in steals per game (4.5).

Alisa Griggs - Academy of Art (So., 6-0, F, Milwaukie,
